encouraged but not required.

Ready to come to auditions?
e Sign ups will be in 15 min time slots with up to 3 kids per slot.

e No preparation necessary.

e Beca will lead them through some singing and reading. Kids who o
need help reading will be read to aloud and asked to repeat.

e ALL kids who audition will be given a role, speaking or hon-
speaking, SPEAKING ROLE NOT GUARANTEED.

¢ Kids and parents must agree to the "Musical Guidelines."

What if I'm in 1st-5th grade and | want to
participate without a speaking role?
e st option, with role- Audition with Beca but communicate that
e you would like few lines OR no lines.
o 2nd option, no role- Singing in the choir, you'll still be on stage
singing with the big group! ALL CHOIR KIDS WILL BE ABLE
TO SING IN THE BIG GROUP ENSEMBLE ON STAGE.

What if I'm in Preschool or

Kindergarten?
e Christmas- This group gets to be in a Nativity
"role", no lines AND they sing their own song G

as a group on stage.
e Spring- This group sings their own song on

stage and participates in the finale song.

Important Considerations

e The dress rehearsal (Sat. morning day of show) is required participation in its
entirety from 9am-12pm for 1st-5th grade, Pre-k and K must come as well but will
e be dismissed by 10:30
e Beca will communicate other required rehearsals as the need occurs.
e Parents encouraged to help with a musical needs list, there are opportunities for all

time commitment levels!
